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IWPA Mate E. Palmer Communication Contest Winners Announced

Chicago, IL — The Illinois Woman’s Press Association (IWPA), an affiliate of the National Federation of
Press Women (NFPW), honored 31 members for 137 winning entries in the 2011 Mate E. Palmer
Communications Contest at its May 21 Awards Luncheon and 70th Anniversary of the contest, hosted at
the Union League Club in Chicago.

IWPA received a total of 180 entries that were submitted for state judging. The most competitive
categories this year were Feature Story, Special Articles and Writing for the Web. There were 42 1%
place entries sent on to NFPW for national judging. Results will be announced for the professional
contest at the National Conference being held September 8 — 10 in Council Bluffs, lowa and Omaha,
Nebraska. This year’s competition recognized excellence in communications and covered a wide range
of categories in print and electronic media, books, photography, advertising and public relations. (A
complete list of winners is attached.)

Every year IWPA presents the Communicator of Achievement award to a member who has exhibited
outstanding communication skills. IWPA proudly announced Susan Brauer as the 2011 Communicator of
Achievement winner and was presented with a beautiful trophy by Val Ensalaco, the 2010 Communicator
of Achievement winner. Susan will represent Illinois as its nominee for the National Communicator of
Achievement Award from the National Federation of Press Women.

Susan has served IWPA in many capacities, including Treasurer and chair of the IWPA Tent at the
Printers Row L.t Fest. She is the Dean of Academic Affairs at DeVry University in Chicago. She is also
a self-published author, president of the publishing company Dreamers Tapestry, and an inspirational
speaker on topics ranging from career success in high tech, breaking the abuse cycle, and achieving
personal goals.

Mary Wagner is this year’s Silver Feather award winner. Mary has captured the imagination of her
readers through her writings as a book author, essayist, and photographer. This year she won four 1%
places awards, three 2™ place awards, three 3" place awards and one Honorable Mention. Her awards
covered writings from more.com, the Marquette University Law School Blog, the Growing Bolder
Website, and her blog, Running with Stilettos: Living a balanced life in dangerous shoes.
